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Odatd cu inaugurarea sistemului modern de state prin semnarea Tratatelor de la Westfalia,
statul suveran, inzestrat cu puterea proiectatd in relatie cu proprii indivizi, cu teritoriul lui, dar si cu
celelalte state ce apartin sistemului international, devine principalul actor al relafiilor internationale
castigandu-si legitimitatea in raport cu alfi actori precum Papalitatea. Avand ca principal obiectiv
asigurarea propriei supraviefuiri si chiar a propriei securitéti, statul suveran s-a angrenat permanent
intr-o luptd de maximizare a puterii sale. Pe cale de consecintd, de-a lungul istoriei au fost
intrebuintate diverse metode i instrumente care s& limiteze utilizarea arbitrard a puterii nationale in
relafia cu alte state si care, in acelasi timp, s& asigure un climat stabil in cadrul sistemului
international.
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Once with the inauguration of the modern system of states by signing the Treaty of
Westphalia, endowed with the designed power in relation with his individuals, with his territory and
with other countries belonging to the international system, the sovereign state becomes the main
actor of international relations gaining legitimacy in relation with other actors such as the Papacy, too.
Since the main objective was to ensure its own survival and security, the sovereign state was
engaged into a permanent struggle to maximize its power. Consequently, throughout history different
methods and tools were used in order to limit the arbitrary use of national power in relation with other
states and to ensure a stable climate in the international system, too.
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
