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The beginning of the 21st century has been marked by significant transformations in
the international security environment. New asymmetric threats have emerged and
conventional warfare has been replaced by new and complex forms of conflicts. The
national security system of the US works on the basis of well devised strategies, the most
important of which is the National Security Strategy. This is based on the National Defense
Strategy and the National Intelligence Strategy as well as on the Defense Intelligence
Strategy and the National Counterintelligence Strategy. Analyzing strategic documents,
such as the American National Security Strategy can offer an insight into the way these
risks and threats are perceived, as well as provide examples of possible solutions in dealing
with them.

Inceputul secolului al XXI-lea este caracterizat de transforméri substantiale in mediul
de securitate international. Asistdm la aparitia unor noi amenintari asimetrice, iar razboiul
conventional a fost inlocuit de noi forme complexe de conflict. Sistemul nafional de
securitate al Statelor Unite functioneaz& pe baza unor strategii bine elaborate, cea mai
importanta dintre acestea fiind Strategia de Securitate Nationald. Aceasta are la baza
Strategia nationalé de apérare gi Strategia nationala de informatii, precum si Strategia de
informatii pentru Apérare si Strategia nationald de contrainformatii. Analizarea unor
documente strategice, precum Strategia de securitate nationald americana ne poate oferi un
indiciu privind modul in care aceste riscuri $i amenintari sunt percepute, oferind in acelasi
timp si posibile solutii de contracarare a lor.

‘I‘nceputul secolului al XXl-lea este caracterizat de modificdri substantiale ale
parametrilor clasici de analiza a evolutiei securitétii internationale. Astfel,
asistam la emergenta unor forme multiple de asimetrie in conflictele contemporane,
