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Rezumat: inceputul secolului al XX-lea a gasit Rusia si Romania ficand parte din aliante
politico-militare diferite. Cu toate acestea, atitudinea Marilor Puteri ale Antantei fatd de Roménia si
implicit relatiile politico-diplomatice si militare roméno-ruse s-au imbundtatit semnificativ in timpul
Primului Rdzboi Balcanic, subsumandu-se noii orientdri de politica generald pe care Antanta a
adoptat-o treptat fata de zona Sud-Estului european.
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Abstract: Early twentieth century found Russia and Romania as part of different political and
military alliances. However, the Great Powers of the Entente attitude towards Romania and therefore
political, diplomatic and military relations between Romania and Russia have significantly improved
during the First Balkan War, submitting to the new general policy guidelines which Entente gradually
adopted it on the Southeastern Europe.
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
