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Rezumat: Prabugirea regimurilor comuniste din sud-estul Europei, in perioada imediat
urmdtoare anului 1989,si mai apoi dezmembrarea URSS au condus la o reasezare a relafiilor
regionale i internationale a statelor regiunii, majoritatea acestora aflandu-se, pand atunci in sfera de
influenta a URSS. Similar majoritatii acestor state, Roménia si-a exprimat optiunile strategice in
sensul aderdrii la valorile occidentale, valori comune tuturor statelor ce au aderat la organizatii
precum Uniunea Europeand si NATO. In acest nou context relatile cu Rusia au cunoscut noi
coordonate de dezvoltare.
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Abstract: The fall of South Eastern Europe communist regimes, after 1989, and after that,
USSR dismantling lead to a reconfiguration of regional and international relations developed by the
states from the region, most of them being held, until that moment, in the USSR influence area. Like
other states from the region Romania chose its strategic options by adhering to occidental values and
becoming member of the European Union and NATO. In this context the relations with Russia were
developed on renewed coordinates.
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
