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Rezumat: Transformdrile produse in mediul de securitate, dupd sfarsitul celui de-al
Doilea Rdzboi Mondial, dar mai ales dupd sfarsitul Razboiului Rece, impun o analizd cdt mai
profundd a mecanismelor si instrumentelor aflate la indemdna statelor si organizatiilor de
securitate, pe fondul aparitiei unor noi riscuri, noi crize §i noi conflicte. Globalizarea gi
regionalizarea oferd mediului international actual o imagine contradictorie, pundnd aldturi
zone prospere din punct de vedere economic (caracterizate prin stabilitate si tendinte de
integrare), cu vaste regiuni sdrace, instabile, unele aflate in pragul dezintegrarii. Tot acest
tablou genereazd instabilitate, accentudnd posibilitatea recurgerii la mijloace militare pentru
solutionarea diferendelor. Organizatia pentru Securitate si Cooperare in Europa este
singurul organism care reuneste toate statele continentului european, aldturi de Canada
si Statele Unite ale Americii, reprezentdnd piatra de temelie a securitdtii europene §i
unul dintre principalele instrumente de avertizare timpurie, prevenire a conflictelor,
gestionare a crizelor si reabilitare postconflict. Pentru realizarea scopurilor sale,
Organizatia pentru Securitate §i Cooperare in Europa a adoptat o viziune
cuprinzdtoare a securitdtii, care acoperd trei dimensiuni: politico-militard,; economicd §i
de mediu, umand. Totodatd, Organizatia pentru Securitate si Cooperare in Europa a
stabilit o serie de instrumente si mecanisme, in vederea prevenirii conflictelor si gestionarii
crizelor, dar si pentru a monitoriza punerea in aplicare a angajamentelor pe care statele
participante si le-au asumat. Pe ldingd multitudinea de avantaje pe care le prezintd
Organizatia pentru Securitate si Cooperare in Europa, trebuie evidentiate si unele
dificultati si limitari ale acesteia, izvordte, indeosebi, din constrdangerile sale statutare, care i
conferd o anumitd ineficacitate practicd.
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Abstract: The changes of the security environment after the end of World War II,
especially after the Cold War, require a deeper analysis of mechanisms and tools within
reach of states and security organizations, amid the emergence of new risks, new crises and
new conflicts. The globalization and regionalization provides a contradictory picture to the
current international environment, bringing together economically prosperous areas
(characterized by stability and integration trends), with large areas of poverty, instability,
some of them on the verge of disintegration. This picture causes instability, increasing the
possibility of using military means for the settlement of disputes. Organization for Security
and Cooperation in Europe is the only body that brings together all the European states,
Canada and the United States of America, representing the “cornerstone” of European
security, and also one of the main tools for early warning, conflict prevention, crisis
management and post-conflict rehabilitation. To achieve its goals, the Organization for
Security and Cooperation in Europe adopted a comprehensive view of security, covering
three dimensions. the politico-military, the economic and environmental, and the human.
Moreover, the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe has established a range
of tools and mechanisms for conflict prevention and crisis management, but also to monitor
the implementation of commitments that participating States have undertaken. In addition to
the many advantages of the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe, there
must be highlighted some difficulties and limitations, stemming, mainly, of its statutory
constraints, which give some practical ineffectiveness.

Organiza‘;ia pentru Securitate si Cooperare in Europa (OSCE) a aparut in
anii '70, initial sub numele de Conferinta pentru Securitate si Cooperare
in Europa (CSCE). Cunoscuta ulterior drept ,,procesul de la Helsinki”’, CSCE a
constituit un forum de dialog si negocieri multilaterale intre Est si Vest.

Insi, originile acestui organism se regasesc in deceniul al saselea al secolului
trecut, cdnd s-a lansat ideea convocdrii unei conferinte paneuropene pentru
securitate, conferintd vazuta de unii ca o cale pentru a depési divizarea Europei
rezultate dupd cel de-al Doilea Razboi Mondial, iar de altii ca o modalitate de
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
