THE STRATEGIC IMPORTANCE OF THE BLACK SEA AND THE
DANUBE MOUTHS FOR RUSSIAN FEDERATION AT THE
BEGINNING OF XXI CENTURY

Rezumat: Revenirea problematicii Marii Negre in integralitatea expresiei ei
geopolitice si geostrategice, dar si a celei pe care, implicit, o genereazd in actualitatea
secolului XXI este o realitate a cdrei evidentd nu numai cd nu surprinde, dar, mai mult
decdt atdt, se impune in arealul global. Astdzi, Marea Neagrd reprezintd zona cea mai
densa de pe glob in interese geopolitice si geostrategice in care sunt implicati principalii
actori globali: Federatia Rusd, SUA, NATO, UE, dar si China.

Bazinul Marii Negre reprezintd o zond tampon dintre Asia si Europa, precum §i
frontiera esticd a comunitdtilor occidentale. Largirea succesiva a NATO (1999, 2004,
2008) si a UE (2001 si 2007) si aspiratiile globale, declarate sau subingelese, ale acestora
au conferit si confera Marii Negre un statut cu totul si cu totul special in ecuatia organicd
a reagsezarii noii ordini globale.

Interesele economice in zona Marii Negre apar dupd descoperirea imenselor
rezerve de gaze naturale, dar §i de petrol din Marea Neagra, Asia Centrala si Caucaz,
transformdnd-o intr-o mizd geostrategicd actuald.

Rusia taristd a fost preocupatd din cele mai vechi timpuri, de controlul Mdarii Negre
si a Gurilor Dundrii, iar dupd anexarea Crimeei, semnificatia acestora se amplificd,
dorind sd transforme Marea Neagrd intr-un “lac rusesc” si, astfel sd aibd iesire la marile
calde.

Abstract: The return of the Black Sea issue in its entirety geopolitical and
geostrategic expression, but also that which implicitly generates in XXI century actuality is
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a reality which not only do not surprise, but more than that, it is emforcing it selfe in the
global area. Today, the Black Sea is the densest area in the world in geopolitical and
geostrategic interests involving key global players: the Russian Federation, the US, NATO,
EU, and China.

Black Sea is the buffer between Europe and Asia, and the eastern border of Western
communities. NATO enlargements (1999, 2004, 2008) and the EU enlargement (2001 and
2007) as well as their global aspirations, stated or implied, given and confers the Black
Sea with special statue in the organic ecuation of the new global order resettlement.

Findyng huge reserves of oil and natural gas from the Caucasus and Central Asia
led to emergement of economic interests in the Black Sea, turning it into a current
geostrategic stakes.

Tsarist Russia was concerned since ancient times, by controling the Black Sea and
the Danube, and after the annexation of Crimea, their importance is amplified, wanting to
turn the Black Sea into a “Russian lake” and thus be locked at hot seas ...

Using a constructivist approach, this article briefly presents the importance of the
Black Sea and the Danube to the Russian Federation at the beginning of XXI century.

La inceputul secolului XXI, apar o serie de schimbari majore in mediul
actual de securitate, acesta fiind marcat de o serie de schimbari In
principalele domenii ale societdtii. Razboiul Rece a luat sfarsit in perioada 1990-
1991, URSS si Iugoslavia s-au dezmembrat, NATO si UE s-au extins spre est,
inspre bazinul Marii Negre, Caucazului si Orientului Apropiat (intre Marea Baltica
si Marea Neagrd), UE tinde sa devind un actor mondial, la rivalitate cu SUA,
Federatia Rusa si-a redus influenta politica si militard, iar China si India aspira la
rangul de “superputeri politico-economice ™.

Marii Negre.
