ENERGY INDEPENDENCE, SECURITY AND STRATEGIES
BETWEEN VISION AND REALITY
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Rezumat: Ca in orice domeniu al economiei, si independenta energetica apare
atunci cand necesarul de consum este acoperit integral din resursele proprii. Este o formd
de dezvoltare autarhicd, specifica tarilor care beneficiaza chiar mai mult decat au nevoie
de resurse energetice, fie pe cale naturald, fie puse in operd de catre societate. Initial,
independenta energetica a fost o preocupare suverand a fiecarui stat independent. Cu
timpul, aceasta, pe madsura fenomenelor de integrare politicd, a capatat si ea valente
globale, devenind o realitate cotidiana interdependenta tot mai ridicatd a sistemelor
energetice nationale. latd de ce, responsabilitatea protejarii sistemului national energetic
nu mai este o functie independentd a statelor, ci devine o preocupare a organismelor
supranationale, responsabile de stabilitatea sistemului integrat, in beneficiul tuturor
statelor implicate.
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Abstract: The same as in any domain of economy, energy independence occurs
when the necessity of consumption is fully covered from own resources. It is a form of
autarchy specific to the countries that benefit of even more energy resources than they
need, be they naturally generated or granted by society. Initially, energy independence was
one of the basic sovereign concerns of each independent state. In time, attuned to the
phenomena of political integration, it has also acquired global dimensions, becoming a
daily reality due to the growing interdependence of national energy systems. Consequently,
the responsibility of protecting the national energy system is no longer an independent
function of each individual state, but it has rather become a concern of supra-national
organizations in charge with the stability of the integrated system, to the common benefit of
all the states involved.
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
