CONCEPUT SI APLICAT DE FEDERATIA RUSA IN ULTIMII ANI

DESIGNED AND APPLIED BY THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION IN
RECENT YEARS
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Rezumat: Doctrona Karaganov din anul 1992, sugera cd Rusia ar trebui sd joace
un rol activ ca fosta putere imperiala si sa ofere protectie vorbitorilor de limba rusa
ramagi in afara Rusiei, in regiunile in care acestia traiesc acum.

Cei sapte pagsi ai politicii de reimperializare presupun: mdsufi necoercitive:
politicile umanitare, politicile propriu-zise privind compatriotii, pasaportizarea, razboiul
informational, masuri de protectie, controlul informal sau anexarea oficiala a teritoriilor
locuite de compatrioti.

Rdazboiul hibrid a fost folosit de Federatia Rusd in dauna campaniilor militare
clasice in eforturile acesteia de reimperializare.

Moscova s-a dovedit abila in gestionarea conflictelor inghetate a razboiul hibrid
declansat.

Abstract: The 1992 Karaganov Doctrine suggested that Russia should play an
active role as a former imperial power and offer protection to Russian speakers left outside
Russia, in the regions where they live now.

The seven steps of the reconfigured imperialist policy include: non-coercive
measures such as humanitarian policies, policies regarding fellow citizens, granting
passports, information warfare, protection measures, informal control, or official
annexation of the territories inhabited by compatriots.

The hybrid war was used by the Russian Federation instead of the classical military
campaigns in its efforts to rebuild the empire.

Moscow proved capable of managing the frozen conflicts of the emerging hybrid
war.
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
