Rezumat: Dreptul cosmic, ramura a dreptului international public, continud sa se
dezvolte concomitent cu progresele si activitdtile cosmice si va guverna, prin principiile si
normele sale, toate activitatile intreprinse de cdtre state si organizatiile internationale in
spatiul extraatmosferic §i pe corpurile ceresti.

Datorita importantei si consecintelor activitatii de explorare §i folosire a spatiului
cosmic, reglementarea juridica a operatiunilor reclamate de aceastd activitate, precum $i a
urmarilor sale, constituie o preocupare prioritara a ONU, sub ale carui auspicii, prin
activitatea statelor, au aparut primele reglementari juridice internationale de interes
general, care au contribuit la conturarea intr-un ritm alert, a acestui nou domeniu al
dreptului international, care este dreptul cosmic.

Abstract: Space law, a branch of public international law, continues to develop
concomitantly with cosmic advances and activities and will govern, through its principles
and norms, all activities undertaken by states and international organizations in the outer
space and on celestial bodies.

Due to the importance and consequences of the activity of exploration and use of the
cosmic space, the legal regulation of the operations demanded by this activity, as well as its
consequences, is a priority concern of the UN. Thus, under UN auspices, through the
activity of the states, the first international legal regulations — of general interest have
appeared — contributing to the alert outlining of this new domain of international law,
which is cosmic law.
