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Rezumat: In fiecare an, in prag de primdvard, noi, romdnii, comemordm
desfasurarea Revolutiei din anul 1821 condusd de cdtre Tudor Viadimirescu. Este
o sarbdtoare nationald care a intrat in istoria Romdniei sub trei denumiri, fiecare
dintre acestea fiind expresivd. De exemplu, Nicolae lorga,unul dintre cei mai mari
istorici romdni, a denumit Revolutia lui Tudor fie ca pe o rdscoala populard, fie ca
o miscare nationald, fie, mai simplu, ca pe o revolutie. Dar indiferent de cum o
denumea, scopul principal al respectivei actiuni era acelasi si anume: lupta
poporului romdn pentru libertate, independenta si o viatd mai bund, pentru ca
poporul roman sa-si castige drepturile si libertatile ce i se cuveneau. Ca o expresie
evidentd a acestui fapt, in documentul intitulat ,, Proclamatia de la Pades”, Tudor
Viadimirescu consemna scopul principal al amplei ridicari la luptd a poporului
romdn, §i facea memorabila sa apreciere. ,, Patria se cheamd norodul”.

In anul 1806 Rusia ocupd toatd Moldova si Tara Romdneasca si acordd
generalului Constantin Ipsilanti titlul de domn al Moldovei si Tarii Romdnesti. In
anul 1802 boierii moldoveni au inaintat un memoriu impdratului Napoleon I prin
care solicitau sprijinul acestuia pentru instaurarea unei republici independente
aristocrat-democraticd.

Pacea de la Bucuresti din anul 1812 stipula ca Principatele Romdne vor
ramdne sub dominatia Imperiului Otoman, cu exceptia teritoriului dintre Prut si
Nistru (Basarabia), care trecea sub dominatia Rusiei. In anul 1819 numdrul
Sfamiliilor fanariote care puteau candida la domniile Principatelor se reduce la
maxim 4.
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Personajul principal care in primdvara anul 1821 a ridicat poporul roman
la lupta a fost, evident, Tudor Viadimirescu, un stralucit patriot, si un autentic
barbat de stat, el afirmdndu-se ca un organizator si un conducdtor militar de
exceptie, incercdnd sa ducd lupta sa dreaptd si nobila pdnd la capat.

In anul 1 798, pe cdnd Tudor Viadimirescu implinise varsta de 18 ani, el s-
a inrolat intr-un corp militar de panduri. Fiind o fire energicd, si-a organizat apoi
o unitate speciald de panduri, el detindnd in cadrul ei o functie echivalentd cu cea
de comandant. Cu aceastd oaste el si-a organizat in Bucuresti, pe campul de la
Cotroceni, o tabdrd militard, in fruntea cdreia va participa apoi la revolutie. Insd
vitregiile vremii nu l-au ldsat sd-si ducd treaba la bun sfdrsit.

Revolutia lui Tudor Viadimirescu avea sa fie tradatd chiar de cdtre fostii
sai aliati, adicd de cdtre mai marii Rusiei, chiar de cdtre cei ce conduceau
miscarea Eteristd. La doar cdteva zile dupd inceputul revolutiei, s-a petrecut si
tradarea. In noaptea de 26-27 mai 1821, timp in care revolutionarii se aflau intr-o
localitate de ldnga Targoviste. Atunci Tudor Viadimirescu a fost arestat si apoi
asasinat.

Cu privire la drama petrecutd acolo, de la istoricul Nicolae lorga ne-a
ramas urmdtoarea relatare: ,, Tudor Vladimirescu a fost omordt noaptea, in
marginea orasului, la poalele dealului de pe care privegheaza mandstirea Dealu,
cu ramdsitele pamantesti ale lui Mihai Viteazul.

Abstract: Every year, on the eve of spring, we Romanians commemorate
the unfolding of the Revolution of 1821 led by Tudor Viadimirescu. It is a national
holiday that has entered the history of Romania under three names, each of them
being expressive. For example, Nicolae lorga, one of the greatest Romanian
historians, called Tudor's Revolution either as a popular uprising, or as a national
movement, or, more simply, as a revolution. But no matter what he called it, the
main purpose of that action was the same, namely: the struggle of the Romanian
people for freedom, independence and a better life, for the Romanian people to
gain the rights and freedoms they deserved. As an obvious expression of this fact,
in the document entitled "Proclamation from Pades", Tudor Viadimirescu noted
the main purpose of the large uprising of the Romanian people, and made his
memorable assessment: "The homeland is called the people.”

In 1806, Russia occupied all of Moldova and Wallachia and granted
General Constantin Ipsilanti the title of ruler of Moldavia and Wallachia. In 1802
the Moldavian boyars submitted a memorandum to Emperor Napoleon I requesting
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his support for the establishment of an independent aristocratic-democratic
republic.

The Peace of Bucharest of 1812 stipulated that the Romanian
Principalities would remain under the domination of the Ottoman Empire, except
for the territory between the Prut and the Dniester (Bessarabia), which passed
under the domination of Russia. In 1819 the number of Phanariot families who
could run for the principalities was reduced to a maximum of 4.

In that Proclamation it was expressly stated who was part of the tagma of
the robbers, namely: "the dragons who swallow alive the worthy Romanians,
devoted to the people, and who suck the blood from us !!". How could those cursed
dragons be removed and destroyed? The answer was to be given even by that
proclamation from Pades, by Tudor Viadimirescu, that is, by a fight, which had to
be carried out until the removal of those who "sucked from the blood of the
people”.

The main character who in the spring of 1821 raised the Romanian people
to battle was, obviously, Tudor Vladimirescu, a brilliant patriot, and a true
statesman, asserting himself as an exceptional organizer and military leader,
trying to lead the fight. its straight and noble to the end.

In 1798, when Tudor Viadimirescu had turned 18, he enlisted in a
Pandurian military corps. Being an energetic person, he then organized a special
unit of pandurs, holding in it a function equivalent to that of commander. With this
army he organized in Bucharest, on the field from Cotroceni, a military camp, at
the head of which he would then participate in the revolution. But the stepchildren
of the time did not let him get his job done.

Tudor Viadimirescu's revolution was to be betrayed even by his former
allies, that is, by Russia's elders, even by those who led the Etherist movement. Just
a few days after the beginning of the revolution, betrayal took place. On the night
of May 26-27, 1821, during which the revolutionaries were in a locality near
Targoviste. Then Tudor Viadimirescu was arrested and then murdered.

Regarding the drama that took place there, the historian Nicolae lorga left
us the following story: “Tudor Viadimirescu was killed at night, on the outskirts of
the city, at the foot of the hill overlooking the Dealu monastery, with the remains of
Mihai Viteazul.
