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DECIZII POLITICO-MILITARE CU IMPACT MAJOR
POLITICAL-MILITARY DECISIONS WITH MAJOR IMPACT

Rezumat: In cadrul articolului sunt abordate deciziile politico-militare in
legaturd cu unele momente importante din istoria omenirii si anume: cruciadele
europene in Orient, Primul Razboi Mondial, Al Doilea Razboi Mondial, criza
rachetelor din Cuba, intelegerile dintre Reagan si Gorbaciov.

Europa Apuseana si Centrald a desfasurat cruciade in Orientul Apropiat
in perioada dintre 1096 si 1270, avand ca scop eliberarea mormdntului lui Hristos
din lerusalim de sub ocupatia musulmanilor. Desi s-a pornit de la scopuri de ordin
religios cruciadele s-au bazat pe decizii politico-militare de nivel strategic.

Primul Rizboi Mondial, a fost un conflict militar de dimensiuni mondiale.
A fost un razboi global declansat in Europa, care a avut loc in perioada 28 iulie
1914 -11 noiembrie 1918 si la care au participat peste 70 de milioane de militari,
inclusiv si 60 de milioane de europeni mobilizati.

Al Doilea Razboi Mondial a fost un conflict tot de nivel global care a avut
loc din 1939 pdna in 1945, desi unele conflicte asociate lui au inceput §i mai
devreme. Razboiul a implicat marea majoritate a tarilor lumii, inclusiv toate
marile puteri, care au format doud aliante militare opuse: Aliatii si Axa.

Nu in ultimul rdnd ca importantd sunt abordate decizii privind criza
rachetelor din Cuba si incheierea Razboiului Rece.

Abstract: The article discusses the political-military decisions related to
some important moments in human history, namely: the European crusades in the
East, World War I, World War II, the Cuban missile crisis, the agreements between
Reagan and Gorbachev.

Western and Central Europe carried out crusades in the Near East
between 1096 and 1270 with the aim of freeing the tomb of Christ in Jerusalem
from Muslim occupation. Although it started from religious purposes, the crusades
were based on political-military decisions at a strategic level.

The First World War was a military conflict of global proportions. It was a
global war started in Europe, which took place between July 28, 1914 and
November 11, 1918, and in which more than 70 million soldiers participated,
including 60 million mobilized Europeans.

World War Il was also a global conflict that took place from 1939 to 1945,
although some conflicts associated with it began even earlier. The war involved the
vast majority of the world's countries, including all the great powers, who formed
two opposing military alliances: the Allies and the Axis.

Last but not least in importance are decisions regarding the Cuban Missile
Crisis and the end of the Cold War.
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
