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ROMANIA'S CULTURAL DIPLOMACY -
NOTABLE PERSONALITIES
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Rezumat: Diplomatia culturala a devenit o componenta esentiald a
diplomatiei unui stat, a carei importantd creste din ce in ce mai mult. Mai mult,
diplomatia culturala poate deschide usi in fata carora relatiile politice sau
economice se opresc.

Diplomatia culturald a Romaniei promoveaza cultura in strdindtate prin
mai multe moduri: negocierea acordurilor interguvernamentale in domeniile
culturii si educatiei, negocierea programelor executive care pun in aplicare aceste
acorduri, schimburi culturale §i educationale sau organizarea de evenimente
culturale la misiunile romanesti din straindtate. Numeroase personalitati ale
diplomatiei culturale din Romdnia (scriitori, istorici, arhitecti, critici de arta,
compozitori, arheologi, artisti, universitari etc.) au promovat cultura §i identitatea
romdneasca peste granitele tarii. Pe aceste considerente, acest articol isi propune
sa evidentieze aspecte din istoricul diplomatiei culturale a Romdniei si
personalitati remarcante care au facut cunoscutd cultura nationald in strainatate.

Abstract. Cultural diplomacy has become a vital component of a state’s
diplomacy and its significance is growing. Moreover, cultural diplomacy can open
doors where political or economic relations cease.

The cultural diplomacy of Romania promotes culture abroad in several
ways: negotiation of intergovernmental agreements in the fields of culture and
education, negotiation of executive programs that implement these agreements,
cultural and educational exchanges, or organizing cultural events at Romanian
missions abroad. Many personalities of Romanian cultural diplomacy (writers,
historians, architects, art critics, composers, archaeologists, artists, academics,
etc.) have promoted Romanian culture and identity beyond national borders. In
light of these factors, this article seeks to highlight aspects of the history of
Romanian cultural diplomacy as well as outstanding personalities who have
promoted the country’s culture abroad.
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
