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RAZBOIUL NUCLEAR - CA PERSPECTIVA PLAUZIBILA
NUCLEAR WAR — AS A PLAUSIBLE PERSPECTIVE
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Rezumat: Dupa cum este cunoscut, sintagma de ,,razboi nuclear* a insotit
impartirea lumii dupa criterii ideologice, pe de o parte lumea occidentald, adepta
unei economii si democratii liberale, si pe de alta parte lumea comunistd, adepta
unei economii centralizate si care subordona libertatea naturald a omului unei
necesitati intelese. Aceasta impartire ideologica a lumii a parcurs mai multe
decenii, amenintandu-se reciproc, convietuind in ceea ce s-a numit a fi Razboiul
Rece, in care marile puteri, pe de o parte SUA si blocul militar NATO, si de
cealalta parte URSS si blocul militar al Tratatului de la Varsovia, se amenintau
reciproc, dar evitau sd-si declare razboi, deoarece se considera ca un razboi
nuclear s-ar incheia fara un invingdtor, intr-un final apocaliptic. Contradictiile
intre cele doua sisteme se desfasurau in cadrul politic si diplomatic realizat de
marele om de stat Theodore Roosevelt, prin existenta ONU si a Consiliului de
Securitate, la care toate statele lumii se raportau prin cultivarea dreptului
international. Incd nu se incheiase cel de-Al Doilea Razboi Mondial si Theodore
Roosevelt era preocupat de crearea unui cadru organizatoric mondial, menit sa
asigure pacea lumii, pundnd astfel bazele Organizatiei Natiunilor Unite. In acest
proces, a convins sd i se alature, la inceput, doua tari: URSS si Marea Britanie,
dupda care au urmat si multe altele. Imediat dupa terminarea acestei mari
conflagratii mondiale, statele invingatoare au conceput institutii internationale
menite sa reglementeze aspectele importante ale relatiilor dintre state, urmarindu-
se, dupa caz, consolidarea pacii §i eliminarea razboaielor, sprijinirea dezvoltarii
economiilor lumii pentru ridicarea nivelului general de trai, protejarea mediului,
eradicarea sardciel, respectarea drepturilor fundamentale ale omului etc., toate
acestea in cadrul Organizatiei Natiunilor Unite. Consiliul de Securitate, format din
SUA, URSS, Marea Britanie, Franta si China, era menit sa asigure in comun
fortele de descurajare a oricarei incercari de nesocotire a ordini internationale.
Competitia ideologica s-a accentuat continuu, pand cand URSS a facut implozie,
iar blocul tarilor socialiste s-a desprins de sub tutela sovietica. Cand toata lumea
considera ca omenirea se va indrepta spre o pace vesnicd, odatd cu pretentiile
revizioniste ale Rusiei, mai ales dupd ce aceasta a invadat Ucraina, spectrul unui
razboi in care sa fie implicate marile puteri ale lumii a devenit o realitate. Si, ceea
ce este ingrozitor, de data aceasta razboiul nuclear nu mai sperie pe nimeni, din
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moment ce amenintarile cu armamentul nuclear sunt acceptate, au devenit un fapt
cotidian, constituind un eveniment nu numai previzibil, ci si probabil pentru un
moment nu prea indepartat §i sustinut iresponsabil de o bund parte din mass-
media.

Abstract: As is known, the phrase "nuclear war" accompanied the division
of the world according to ideological criteria, on the one hand the Western world,
adept at a liberal economy and democracy, and on the other hand the communist
world, adept at a centralized economy and which subordinated the natural freedom
of man to an understood necessity. This ideological division of the world lasted for
several decades, threatening each other, coexisting in what was called the Cold
War, in which the great powers, on the one hand the USA and the NATO military
bloc, and on the other hand the USSR and the Warsaw Pact military bloc,
threatened each other, but avoided declaring war, because it was considered that a
nuclear war would end without a winner, in an apocalyptic ending. The
contradictions between the two systems unfolded within the political and
diplomatic framework created by the great statesman Theodore Roosevelt, through
the existence of the UN and the Security Council, to which all the states of the
world related through the cultivation of international law. The Second World War
had not yet ended and Theodore Roosevelt was concerned with creating a global
organizational framework, designed to ensure world peace, thus laying the
foundations of the United Nations. In this process, he convinced two countries to
join him at first: the USSR and Great Britain, followed by many others.
Immediately after the end of this great world conflagration, the victorious states
conceived international institutions designed to regulate important aspects of
relations between states, aiming, as appropriate, to consolidate peace and
eliminate wars, support the development of world economies to raise the general
standard of living, protect the environment, eradicate poverty, respect fundamental
human rights, etc., all within the framework of the United Nations. The Security
Council, consisting of the USA, USSR, Great Britain, France and China, was
meant to jointly provide the forces to deter any attempt to disregard international
order. ldeological competition intensified continuously, until the USSR imploded,
and the bloc of socialist countries broke away from Soviet tutelage. When everyone
believed that humanity would move towards eternal peace, with the revisionist
claims of Russia, especially after it invaded Ukraine, the specter of a war involving
the great powers of the world became a reality. And, what is terrible, this time
nuclear war no longer scares anyone, since the threats with nuclear weapons are
accepted, they have become an everyday fact, constituting an event not only
predictable, but also probably for a not too distant moment and irresponsibly
supported by a good part of the media.
